Bonus depreciation allows a business to write off
half of the cost of new qualifying assets in the
year of acquisition.

For example, if a business purchases a single
purpose agricultural structure for $100,000 in
2009, the business can deduct $55,000 on their

in the year of acquisition. Essentially, it allows a
taxpayer to immediately expense the cost of an
asset instead of depreciating the asset over its
useful life.

2009 tax return. " If the business follows the
normal MACRS depreciation rules, the business
would only be able to deduct $10,000 on their

2009 tax return.
To qualify, you must purchase the asset and

place it in service in the 2009 tax year. An asset
is placed in service when it is ready for its
intended purpose. For example, a single
purpose agricultural structure that is partially
